Product

You are about to purchase a product that is not simple and may be difficult to understand.

The  Sub-fund  is  part  of  BA³  STRATEGIC  INVESTMENT  SICAV  fund.  The  Fund  is  an  open-ended  investment  company  with  variable  capital,
incorporated in the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg. This Fund is authorised and supervised by the CSSF. The Depositary is Banco Inversis S.A.

What is this product?

Type

The investment horizon is  medium term and should be at least  3 years.
Term

The Sub-Fund is a mixed actively managed fund of funds without a reference to a benchmark. The objective of the Sub-Fund is, in particular, to gain
regular income by mainly investing through UCITS including ETFs with focus on environmental, social and governance (ESG) factors. The fund will
not invest in certain sectors such as the arms industry or the genetic engineering of crops as well as in companies which violate labour and human
rights, etc.
The Sub-Fund aims to achieve a financial return, while at the same time the Sub-Fund is promoting ESG (i.e. Environmental, Social and corporate
Governance) criteria and integrating sustainability risks in the investment process.
SFDR Classification: Article 8 of the Regulation (EU) 2019/2088 of 27 November 2019 on sustainability-related disclosures in the financial sector. The
financial product promotes environmental or social characteristics but does not have as its objective a sustainable investment.
To  achieve  this,  the  Sub-Fund  will  follow  a  balanced  allocation  strategy  in  UCITS  within  the  Raiffeisen  Capital  Management  range  of  collective
investment schemes and in exchange traded funds (“ETFs”).
The investment in UCITS may range up to 100% of the net assets of the Sub-Fund, but the maximum weight allowed for each UCITS is 20% of the
Sub-Fund’s net assets. All eligible UCITS will be classified as either Article 8 or Article 9 (within the meaning of SFDR, Regulation (EU) 2019/2088, of
27 November 2019 on Sustainability-related disclosures in the financial sector).

Objectives

Reserved  for  retail  and  institutional  investors.  This  Sub-Fund  is  addressed  to  investors  seeking  income  with  a  conservative  multi-asset  allocation.
Minimum Subscription: 100.000 EUR.
