What happens if MFS Investment Management Company (Lux) S.a r.l. is unable to pay out?

The assets of the fund and of the Product Manufacturer are segregated, so the default of the Product Manufacturer should not result in a financial
loss to the fund’s shareholders.

The fund has no required minimum holding period. You may request, on any business day of the fund, to redeem your shares in the currency in
which the purchase was made at their net asset value. Please see the fund’s Prospectus for more information. Due to potential volatility of returns,
you should be prepared to stay invested for at least 5 years. However, we believe holding investments over a full market cycle provides the best
opportunity for investors to realize the value of the active investment approach utilized in the management of the fund. The fund is not intended as
a vehicle for frequent trading, and has adopted procedures designed to prevent disruptive trading practices. Redemptions or exchanges out of the
fund may be deferred when such orders exceed 10% of assets on a single day. Any such deferral will be applied pro rata to each order, and cannot
exceed 10 business days. Deferred orders will be prioritized over later orders. Payment for the redemption/exchange may be delayed until the fund
has sold the corresponding assets.
